River Hill has a comprehensive program with offerings in college
preparatory, business, technological and special programs for
learning disabled students. Recognizing the difference in students’
abilities, needs and goals, the curriculum is designed to provide all
students the opportunity to achieve their greatest potential.

Student performance on the high school assessments places River
Hill among the highest in the state. Student participation in the
advanced placement testing program also places our school among
the top high schools in the nation.

In addition to being a comprehensive high school, River Hill
students may also participate in one of eight clusters of the
Howard County Career Academy Program: Architecture and
Engineering, Biotechnology and Health sciences, Business and
Entrepreneurship, Culinary Arts and Hotel Management,
Education, Energy, Power and Transportation, Human Resources,
Multimedia Arts and Information Technology.
